We
sent them £400 to enable them to 
bring VBS to 20 villages. Last 
month they wrote, “With your 
help we have been able to 
complete the equipping of one of 
our Philip teams as well as finish 
the engine work for the Bolero 
vehicle. It's now in excellent 
condition”.
