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For Sandra and I it was our first trip to India, though we had met with most of our Indian 
partners when they have visited UK.. Representatives of our partners Verity Films, SEMI, 
Village Missionary Movement, and Tender Heart met with five of the AMEN Trustees. In 
line with our policy, AMEN Trustees paid their own expenses, AMEN paid for the food, low 
cost travel (by train) and accommodation of our Indian friends. 
 
The three day meeting gave us all an opportunity to learn more about each other’s 
ministries and to develop further the friendships which already exist.
