There was a great response from the girls and they have since 

asked that we do the same every three months. We are more than 

willing to do this as it is one of the most natural and simplest ways 

to show the love of God.

girls are from this slum.  

 

The girls completed their training in August, but we had the graduation ceremony in November 

as we had Mr and Mrs Lemming from the UK with us who are trustees of AMEN Charity. Chris 

Lemming shared the word of God and Sandra Lemming presented the certificates to the girls. 

Many of the girls testified of how the training has given them a new hope to live. Already most
