India, the largest democracy in the world with a population of 1.2 billion is the
most visually literate.

In India, there are around 44 languages spoken in the State of Orissa alone. \Alelevere e

In spite of the growing opposition they refuse to deny the lord.

In India every district is composed of several hundred villages and 70% of India'atpmpid located in villages.
Grace Ministrieds a Christian organisation that worksiong thevillagers. We had the privilege of training the
staff of Grace Ministriesn communication skills. With the acquired skills, they impart the gospel and other
values to the people of these hundreds of villages. An intensive workshop was conductedttd stdff to teach
them special skills in acting and puppetry.

Though there are around 22 official languages in India Hindi is the main and most-
language. The trial dubbing of one of our dramas into Hindi language is successfu

completed. Translation work is going on for the dubbing of &
puppet story.

“lworld - without any thought about the discipline and holiness we need to exercise in
this world as Christians. The fact that we are not citizens of this world ttieng
We felt the need to teach the next generation about the wonderful place called



heaven. So the work is initiated for the production of a DVD for children with puppd
stories and simple songs that tell them about eternity and heaven.
The first song of our music album has been shot & edited. We are working on anot
songs. We hope to edify Christians through this album.
We also ventured into the use of folk arts for communicating important messagge|
was able to script a one hour 'villupattu’, the traditional way of telling stbyisinging &
rhythmically beating a big bow adorned with small bells, on the reasons for &hkengre
of marriages, and the remedies for the same. This was staged in the annubbfestivBiocese and the same
will be released as an audio CD in 2010.

2000 copies of our tract called 'Aasai’ (Desire) were sent to Singapore fdrutiistriamong the Tamils there.
Azariah is the founder dhdian Missionary Societyhe first indigenous missionary
Organisatiorfoundedin 1903. A video film on his biography is in the pipeline too. The scqnes
are finalised and the script would be ready soon. We are sure that this biogoabthyouch
many young souls and challenge them for a committed service to the Lord.

With a team of 7 committed young Christian volunteers, of whom some were students,

travelled to Orissa. During the 21 day visit we were able to complete shootinghal 4 tr

languages namely Koya, Bonda, Kuvi and Kondh. We are particularly excited abbrgdke
through in the Bonda tribe. They are one of India's most backwald
tribes. In the midst of all dangers, the Lord's presence and protection was waiiith we
are sure that an army of angels were employed on our behalf. We are lookingl frarwar
editing these videos and enabling all these wonderful people of Quisszar the gospel
in their own tongue with relevance to their own culture'.

About two hundred thousand Tamils make their living in the beautiful land of Singapo
by their income from the construction boom. Exploited, disappointed and lonely, these
men look for hope in short-lived pleasures. We were determined to give them the feace
and joy that was wrought on the cross. Taking all the statistics and thaeiylganto
consideration, a video tract was produced for the Singapore Tamils. The Foochow
Methodist Church came forward to finance the production of the tract, to distribute fhe
same and follow-up the recipients. The tract was tested twice by screétongamils of
other faith. The results were tremendous. The tract would be given for government
approval, after obtaining which, it would be distributed among the Tamils there.

All these achievements were interlaced with repeated sickness, heapaalilack of workers, failing of a hard
disk and computer with all the edited videos and other technical snags. While we havenaot&dst 4 full-time
workers, we didn't have any apart from Caroline since August. 'The harpésitty but the labourers are few'.

In collobaration with another Christian Organisation we have planned to dub one of our pugseirnstor
Tibetan and Bhutanese Inguages. God gave Caroline an opportunity to visit Sri {dh&aehd of the year and
plan a few projects. There are more open doors in this post-war period than bdfareeminar is planned for
training the Sri Lankan Christians who are keen on Visual Media Communicatioais.t®ing and net-working
are perfect indeed. The dubbing of 4 of our dramas into Sinhalese language is complete.

The Lord who began all these good works in 2009 will bring them to a completion in 2010. Plgadkatpte
