News from the Village Missionary Movement — April2 008

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Dear friends of AMEN

We are pleased to be able to tell you that over the past two months the Phillip Gospel
Team has reached 49 villages with the Gospel message. In most villages we are
welcomed and there are no problems, but in some there is resistance.

But we prayerfully reached many villages and conducted an evening Gospel meeting in
one village named Elamchembur. Nearly 200 people attended it. God did many wonders in
that place. A person who could not walk was healed, a mentally retarded man was
completely cured and many persons who were demon possessed were freed. The whole
village was overjoyed to see such miracles and heard the message of Cross with all
receptivity.

We earnestly believe that God wants us to equip more of these teams. For a suitable
vehicle and equipment the cost will be approximately £7000. Please pray for us.

Last month Brother David Ganesan visited the mission centres in the states of Andra
pradesh and Orrisa. He was much impressed by the quality of the work done there.

At present the number of missionaries in Andra state is 9. They are working in villages
where there are no basic amenities. The missionaries are working there very sacrificially.
In this state we do the same type of children ministry as in Tamilnadu state. But in many
villages where there is much opposition to the gospel.

With much prayer and discussion we decided to do the ministry to children through the
forming of Tuition Centres . In most of the villages children never attend schools. We
select the most educated person of that village and guide him to conduct daily tuition for
the children and at the end of it he will teach one scripture verse to memorise and teach
the truth in it. For this we give training to the person. In many such villages the parents
have testified that their children have become better disciplined and morally good after
they attended our tuition. Opposition have ceased in many villages.



In Orissa also there are 9 missionaries at present. Many villages we minister here are in
remote mountains and there are no roads to many of them. Also the villages are very small
and many of them have only around 20 houses. Here also we conduct tuition centres and
do ministry through them.

In the above two states there are at present there are 20 people who are ready to join
the ministry . We are planning to join them in our one year training course and then recruit
them as our missionaries. In the last 15 days we have raised sponsors for four
missionaries. Please pray that God may raise sponsors for other 16 missionaries.

Just today all of our important staffs gathered in our head office and designed the VBS
(Vacation bible school) books. The syllabus will be most apt for the village children as it is

prepared by our staff itself. Please pray for the need of Rs.20,000 (approx. £260) for
printing the books.
