2) Nearly 400 elders attended this camp other than the youths. So the total number of participants
was nearly 7200. We had to extend the tent to accompany all the participants.

3) The participants arrived in 140 vans. Many came by public transports like buses and trains.

4) Nearly 2000 youths have come to such a Christian meeting first time. They hadn’t gone to a
church or a meeting like this ever before.

5) The guest speakers were the Bishop of our diocese Mr.Christopher Asir and Mr.Mohan C.Lazarus
of Jesus Redeems ministry. Our brother K.David Ganesan also gave a message.

6) A well talented and trained team came and conducted the song sessions and drama
presentations.

8) Nearly 200 youths dedicated to come as volunteers for the VVBS in May.

9) For the camp we were able to raise rupees seven lakhs thus for out of the planned rupees ten
lakhs. We have postponed the plan to give bible. We will give them in the follow up ministry. So
leaving the rupees two lakhs in budget we have a shortage of rupees ninety thousand. Please pray
for the settlements of payments.
