News Update by Gareth and Malou Bolton — December 2 006

We had the privilege to visit Nigeria and be with Grace and Light at the end of 2006. Here is a

summary of the way in which the work is progressing

There are 11 staff and 800 volunteers of Grace
and Light (many of whom are HIV+). As well as
Nigeria (where it started) they have a
representative in Liberia, Chad, Cameroon and
Sierra Leone, and they are working on having a
representative in London.

As of October 2006, they had 12,000+ members
composed of HIV/AIDS (-)or(+).

Grace and Light is working with 300 churches in
Nigeria. The goal is to stop the spread of
HIV/AIDS in the church.

Some of the Grace and Light Staff
Three years ago only around 50% were willing to have their HIV/AIDS test results open. As of last
year, around 95% are now willing to be 'open'. To be a member of Grace and Light you have to be
‘open'.

This is based on the Gospel - Openness and Love. It is the most effective way to discourage
stigmatisation. A total of over 16,000 people have been tested for HIV/AIDS.

In the short term the need is to find
More prayer support
Regular donors or One off gifts
More open doors in Pentecostal churches

In the longer term the goals are to
Fund a permanent Grace and Light building. Grace and Light have already been able to
purchase a huge portion of land through the generosity of one donor — they now need the
funding for a building
Double the number of staff so that more churches can be reached
Increase regular giving from local people

Nigeria has 150 million people, it has 37 states, and Grace and Light has work in 14 of these
states. 1 in 20 Nigerians are HIV/AIDS.



The first National Conference of
Grace and Light was held on the
November 30" to December 3rd
2006. There were 200 volunteers
and members from all over
Nigeria.

Many people made great
sacrifices to be able to find
money for their travel from the
villages to Jos State and for the
registration fee to attend the
conference.

Yet they wanted to come and join together in what they regarded as vital work for God and for their
country.

It was a privilege to be there and to participate in the Conference
